

SEXTON MING – new album and art exhibition!!!!!!!!!
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The prolific Mr Ming presents to the unsuspecting world the most comprehensive burst of creativity in his thirty year career. Spearheading Ming’s 2007 portfolio is the new Rim Records release, “Punks Are Sad, Hippies Are Cool”.

Assisted by a bunch of willing slaves including Congregation’s Ben Prosser and Alternative TV’s Lee “Elegant Chaos” McFadden, Sexton’s unique insights range from the skewed reality of “Lucy Is The Goose” through to the profound ecological damnation of “The World Is Brown”. Over zealous patriotism is ruthlessly pilloried in “British Skill Is On The Hill”, the alarming prophecy of bovine revenge is documented in “The Cows Are Strong”, and his devotion and protectiveness towards his daughter (cover star of the album) is powerfully conveyed in “She’s A Big Girl Now”.

The short vignettes “Game” and “Stand Up Woman” are intense stabs at your sensibilities, and Procol Harum – even at their most psychedelic - could never have imagined their “Homburg” composition being treated in as off-kilter a manner as this. Maybe Sexton’s career could be encapsulated in his refreshingly educational “The Art Of Defeating Logic”.

Coupled with the album’s release is his “Workload 2007” show at the Aquarium L-13 Gallery in London’s Farringdon Road, where his output has forced gallery owner Stephen Lowe to stage three exhibitions in one! Randos The Bull, a long-term Ming character who saves the day with his fists and stomach outpourings is commemorated in a new picture book, there is a new series of Ming paintings entitled “The Adventures Of God”, and “Silly Old Vinyl” is a selection of Ming’s transformation of classic album covers as he feels they should be represented.

Future projects include an album with art-collective Project Dark, several further exhibitions are ready to be staged, and there is talk of a tribute album to the many facets of Mingness in the pipeline.

The Ming is in your town – and woe betide those whose minds remain closed.
